CALL TO ORDER

Pursuant to due call and notice thereof a regular meeting of the Hopkins City Council was
held on Tuesday, August 20, 2024, at 6:30 p.m. in the Council Chambers at City Hall,
1010 15t Street South.

Mayor Hanlon called the meeting to order with Council Members Garrido, Goodlund,
Hunke and Kuznia attending. Others attending included City Manager Mornson, City
Clerk Domeier, Special Projects and Initiatives Manager Imihy Bean, Director of Planning
and Economic Development Director Elverum, Planner Krzos and City Attorney Riggs.

Mayor Hanlon shared the City Council appointment process and recommended that
Aaron Kuznia be appointed to complete the current vacancy.

PRESENTATIONS

IV.1. Update from Team Tucker Association; Hanlon/Anderson-Helstrom

Dana Anderson-Helstrom shared more about her son Tucker and the Team Tucker All
Start Party will be held on Saturday, September 14.

IV.2. Park Systems Master Plan Implementation Update; Imihy Bean
Special Projects and Initiatives Manager Imihy Bean provided an update on the
implementation of the Park System Master Plan including the following: planning phase
of Central Park; the Hopkins Pavilion; and recreation and resilience hubs.

The City Council appreciated the coordination and collaboration with Nine Mile Creek
Watershed District along with the focus on the creek and added character. Brief
discussion was held about having a field for Hopkins Fast Pitch. Ms. Imihy Bean replied
with the engagement process, requests made by the team, other softball field location
opportunities and Park Board discussions. Council Member Goodlund questioned
Hopkins School District contributions and overall project costs. He also shared his
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concerns about funding the project. Ms. Imihy Bean noted that the current project does

not impact the district so funding would not be likely at this time. She also talked about

the cost of the project but noted that more soil studies need to be done. A representative

from Nine Mile Creek Watershed District shared part of their vision and feasibility options
for capital investment plans.

VII.1. Cannabis Business Regulation Discussion; Krzos

City Planner Krzos provided an overview of cannabis business regulations and asked for
input and direction on policy and regulatory elements.

Retail Registration — Number: The City Council supported allowing between 5 and 9
registrations. Further discussion required.

Retail Registration — Fee: The City Council supported the $500 for initial and $1,000 for
renewals.

Zoning: The City Council supported group business types of analogous existing uses.
Imposing buffers on cannabis retailers: The City Council supported 350-foot and 500-
foot buffer based upon existing buffers for off-sale and tobacco sales. Further discussion

required.

Additional buffers: The City Council did not support additional buffers on other cannabis
businesses or lower potency sales.

Hours of Retail Sales: The City Council supported following off-sale liquor sales apart
from Sunday sales.

Events: The City Council and staff had questions on the event regulations. Further
discussion required.

Delegating registration to County: The City Council did not support the delegation.
Study Municipal Sales: The City Council supported doing a study for municipal sales.
Mr. Krzos will prepare an ordinance for further discussion with the City Council. DiIAnn
Lawson from Serene Green Cannabis expressed her interest in locating a cannabis store

in Hopkins. She cautioned that the product must be grown locally so consider that
regulation when determining the number of allowed registrations.
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VII.2. First Reading: Development Code Amendment; Krzos

City Planner Krzos summarized City Council Report 2024-100. The proposed
Amendment addresses adult day care uses, entertainment uses, final plat procedures,
front porch encroachment, half-story and backyard cottage roofs, home businesses,
signage, tree replacement, twin homes, urban agriculture, and use percentages.

Motion by Hunke. Second by Kuznia.

Motion to Adopt Resolution 2024-052 Approving a First Reading of Ordinance
2024-1211 Amending the Hopkins Development Code.

b. a-Day Care, Small. A state-licensed day care facility serving 12 or fewer persons
or a group family day care facility licensed under Minnesota Rules, parts 9502.0315
to 9502.0445 to serve 14 or fewer children.

c. b- Day Care, Large. All day care uses that do not meet the definition of a small

d_ay care_or adult day care.

SECTION 7. Hopkins City Code, Part lll, Chapter 102, Article 5, Subsection 102-540(j)(c)
relating to Entertainment Uses, is hereby amended by deleting the struck-through

language and adding the double-underlined language as follows:

c. Entertainment, General. Establishments that provide gathering places for

participant or spectator entertainment and that have no more than 25,000 square
feet of total gross floor area. Typical general entertainment uses include cinemas,
theaters, bowling centers, and experienced-based entertainment establishments.

1. Experience-based Entertainment Establishment. An establishment offering
group or team-based entertainment activities such as axe throwing, escape



rooms, cooking or painting classes, and arts and crafts workshops. Does not
include bingo or other forms of charitable gambling, live music venues, karaoke,
arcade or video game centers, hookah lounges, art galleries, spas, oxygen bars,
event centers, or adult-oriented businesses.

2. Exceptions. Entertainment-related uses with more than 46,000 25,000 square
feet of total gross floor area are classified as "large entertainment venues" (see
102-540 (e)). Senior centers, community centers, religious institutions and similar
facilities are classified as "community assembly" uses (see 102-560 (b)).

SECTION 8. Hopkins City Code, Part Ill, Chapter 102, Article 5, Section 102-550 is
hereby amended by renumbering subsection (d) to subsection (e) and adding a new
subsection (d) with the double-underlined language as follows:

102-550 (d) URBAN FARM
(1) Description. Privately owned land used for the cultivation of fruits, vegetables,

plants, flowers, or herbs, by an individual, organization, or business with the
primary purpose of growing flora and/or food for sale or donation. Urban Farms
include, outdoor growing operations, indoor growing operations, greenhouses,

vertical farms, aquaponics, aquaculture, hydroponics, and rooftop farms, but
does not include cannabis cultivation. Retail sales of products cultivated on site

is permitted as an accessory use.

SECTION 9. Hopkins City Code, Part Ill, Chapter 102, Article 5, Section 102-550 is
hereby amended by renumbering subsections (c) through (h) to subsections (d) to (i) and
adding a new subsection (c) with the double-underlined language as follows:

102-560 (c) COMMUNITY GARDEN

(1) Description. An area of land managed and maintained by a public or non-profit
organization or a group of individuals to grow and harvest food crops and/or
ornamental crops, such as flowers, for personal or group use, consumption, or
donation. Community gardens may be divided into separate plots for cultivation
by one or more individuals or may be farmed collectively by members of the
group _and may include common areas maintained and used by group
members. Community gardens may be principal uses or accessory to other
residential, public or semi-public uses, such as parks, schools, community
centers, or community assembly uses. This classification does not include
gardens that are accessory to residential uses when access is limited to those
who reside on the subject property. Sales of products produced in association
with a community garden is permitted as an accessory use in zones in which
retail sales & entertainment uses are allowed.

SECTION 10. Hopkins City Code, Part lll, Chapter 102, Article 5, Subsection 102-560(f)

is hereby amended by deleting the strueck-through-tanrguage and adding the double-
underlined language as follows:

zones.

(3) Tools, equipment and supplies shall be stored in an enclosed storage
building/container.

(4) Compost and waste material must be properly stored away to prevent the spread
of odor and/or pollution

(5) The site must be designed and maintained so that water and fertilizer will not
drain onto adjacent property

SECTION 12. Hopkins City Code, Part lll, Chapter 102, Article 6, Subsection 102-620(l)
relating to Backyard Cottages, is hereby amended by deleting the struck-through

language and adding the double-underlined language as follows:
102-620 (I) DESIGN

The design regulations of this subsection apply to all newly constructed backyard
cottages.

(1) Exterior Finish Materials. The exterior finish material must be the same or
visually match in type, size and placement, the exterior finish material of the principal
building on the lot.



(2) Roof Pitch. The roof pitch must be-the-same substantially similar as the
predominant roof pitch of the principal building on the lot.

(3) Trim. Type, size and location of trim elements must be the same or visually
match those of the principal building on the lot.

(4) Entrances. Entrances to backyard cottages may not face the nearest side or rear
lot line of the subject lot unless there is an alley abutting that lot line.

SECTION 13. Hopkins City Code, Part lll, Chapter 102, Article 6, Subsection 102-650(h)
relating to home-based businesses, is hereby amended by deleting the struck-through

language as follows:

102-650 (h) HOME-BASED BUSINESSES

Home-based businesses are allowed as an accessory use to a principal use in the

household living use category enly-upon-approvalof-a-home-oceupationpermit.

Home-based businesses are subject to the following regulations.

(1) Home-based businesses require approval of a home occupation permit. Home
occupation permits may be revoked for uncorrected violations of applicable
regulations.

(2) Home-based businesses must be accessory and subordinate to the principal
residential use of the property and may not occupy more than 49% of the gross floor
area of the principal building, whether the home-based business is located in the
principal residential building, an accessory building, or both.

(3) At least one individual engaged in the home-based business must reside in the
dwelling unit in which the home-based business is located as their primary place of
residence.

(4) Customers or clients may visit the site only from 8:00 a.m. to 8:00 p.m. No more
than 2 clients or customers may be present at any one time, except that up to 3
students may be present at one time in a teaching-related home occupation (e.g.,
tutor or music/dance instructor).

(5) A maximum of 2 nonresident employees are allowed with a home-based
business if the business does not serve customers or clients on site. Home-based
businesses that serve customers or clients on site may not have nonresident
employees. For the purpose of this provision, the term “nonresident employee”
includes an employee, contractor, business partner, co-owner or any other person
affiliated with the home-based business, who does not live at the site, but who visits
the site as part of the home-based business.



(6) Face-to-face or walk-in retail sales activities are prohibited as a principal home-
based business activity. Any face-to-face or walk-in retail sales of goods must be
entirely accessory to any services provided on the site. This retail sales restriction is
not intended to prohibit on-line retail sales.

(7) Home-based businesses that change the physical form of the residential building
they occupy or that adversely affect the surrounding neighborhood are prohibited.

Home-based businesses may not, for example, produce light, noise, vibration, odor,
parking demand, or traffic impacts that are not typical of a residential neighborhood.
Home-based businesses must be operated so as not to create or cause a nuisance.

(8) External structural alterations or site improvements that change the physical
residential form of the lot upon which a home-based business is located are
prohibited. Examples of such prohibited alterations include construction of parking
lots, the addition of commercial-like exterior lighting, the addition of a separate
building entrance that is visible from abutting streets or the exterior display of signs.

(9) Any tools or equipment used as part of a home-based business must be
operated in a manner or soundproofed so as not to be audible beyond the lot lines of
the subject property.

(10) Home-based businesses and all related activities, including storage (other than
the lawful parking of passenger vehicles), must be conducted entirely within the
principal residential building or an allowed accessory structure.

(11) Deliveries or pickups of supplies or products associated with a home office are
allowed only between 8:00 a.m. and 8:00 p.m. Vehicles used for delivery and pickup
are limited to those normally serving residential neighborhoods.

(12) No more than one home-based business is allowed on a single property, and a
home-based business may not be conducted on a lot occupied by an accessory
dwelling unit.

SECTION 14. Hopkins City Code, Part Ill, Chapter 102, Article 6, Subsection 102-6180,
is hereby amended by adding the double-underlined language as follows:

102-6180 Outdoor Storage Areas
102-6180 (a) DESCRIPTION

The regulations of this section govern the outdoor storage of goods that are not
typically stored or sold indoors.

102-6180 (b) GENERAL REGULATIONS

The following regulations apply to all outdoor storage areas:



(1) Outdoor storage areas are subject to all applicable setback regulations that apply
to the principal building unless otherwise expressly stated in this code.

(2) Outdoor storage areas count toward maximum building coverage limitations.

(3) All materials or wastes stored outdoors that cause fumes or dust or that
constitute a fire hazard or that may be

(4) All outdoor storage areas must be enclosed by a durable, permanent fence that
is at least 6 feet in height and maintained to prevent any unauthorized access. Such
storage area must be screened from view of streets and neighborhood zones in
accordance with the buffer and screening regulations of Sections 102-8110 & 102-
8120.

SECTION 15. Hopkins City Code, Part Ill, Chapter 102, Article 8, Subsections 102-840

(c) through (f) are hereby amended by deleting the struck-through-tanguage and adding
the double-underlined language as follows:

102-840 (c) SIGNIFICANT AND CONTRIBUTING TREES

Trees of significant size, type, or meaning must be retained on the site, unless

otherwise determined-by-the-municipal-arberist replaced in accordance with this

section.

(1) Definitions.

a. Significant tree. A significant tree is one of the following:

a- Any A tree with a diameter at breast height of 13 inches or more.

. b- A grove of trees totaling 13 inches and as determined by the municipal
arborist.

3. &= Any specific tree type designated significant by the municipal arborist,
based upon the tree’s age, species, health, meaning within the community, and/ or
historical importance.

4. Aspen, Cottonwood, or Silver Maple are considered significant if they are at
least 20 inches in diameter.

b. Contributing trees are existing trees that are not significant trees, measuring
greater than 6 inches, contributing to the City’s overall tree canopy cover.

c. Boxelder, Siberian Elm, Black Locust, Mulberry, a fruit tree species, or a tree that
is defined as an invasive species by the Minnesota Department of Natural

Resources are not considered significant or contributing trees.
(2) Removal of Significant and Contributing Trees. A significant or contributing tree

may be removed with approval of the municipal arborist under the following
conditions:




a. The tree is in poor health or diseased with an expected life span less than 2
years.

b. The tree poses a danger to human safety, health and welfare.

c. If approved by the municipal arborist, the removal is mitigated by one of the
following:

1. Planting of replacement trees per the following:

i._Trees with a total of caliper inches equal to 3-times the diameter of the
removed significant and contributing tree(s), or planted-on-the-site-or-a-site-approved
b 4} ‘cinal arbor] i ) rin '

ii. Trees with a total of caliper inches equal to three times the diameter of the
removed significant trees and equal to the diameter of removed contributing trees if

the site is located within 500 feet of Blake Road and Excelsior Boulevard, identified
as having the highest relative surface temperature in the Hopkins Heat Vulnerability

Study.

2. When planting of replacement trees is determined impracticable by the
municipal arborist and the zoning administrator, a fee in-lieu of replacement trees
will be assessed and paid into the City’s Tree Planting Fund in accordance with the
City’s fee schedule. The fee must include a cost per diameter inch of tree not
replaced.

3. A combination of replacement trees and fee-in-lieu per this subsection.

4. Replacement trees may be planted on the site or a site approved by the

municipal arborist and the zoning administrator.




102-840 (d){e} TREE PROTECTION DURING CONSTRUCTION

During construction, all available precautions must be undertaken to prevent damage
to existing trees, 6” in diameter or larger, to be retained on the site.

(1) Protection Fencing. Tree protection fencing and trunk protection must be
performed on existing trees per ANSI guidelines.

(2) Prevention of Injury. Protection must include prevention of injury to the trunk,
branches, and root systems of existing trees to be retained on the site and any trees
on adjacent sites with root systems extending onto the site.

(3) Regrading within Dripline. No soil removal, trenching, or regrading must occur
within the root system or beneath the dripline of any tree to be retained on the site
without mitigation of the impact of the activity on the tree per a certified arborist’s
recommendation.

(4) Compaction of Soil. No parking of vehicles or machinery, or storage of materials
must occur within the dripline of any existing tree to be retained to avoid the
compaction of soil around roots.

(5) Inspection. Before, during, and after the start of construction activity, the municipal
arborist may inspect the site and impose additional procedures to ensure the health
of existing trees to be retained.

(6) Mitigation of Damage. The municipal arborist may assess mitigation of trees
damaged during or as a result of construction activities. Mitigation may include
replacement trees or fees paid into the tree fund.

102-840 (e)(f} PENALTIES

Any person who removes a significant tree without prior permission from the municipal
arborist or causes the death of a significant tree through other means as determined
by the municipal arborist must be subject to a fine equivalent to the value of the tree.
The tree value must be established using the Trunk Formula Method set forth in the
latest edition of Guide for Plant Appraisal authored by the Council of Tree and
Landscape Appraisers.

SECTION 16. Hopkins City Code, Part lll, Chapter 102, Article 10, Section 102-10100 is

hereby amended by deleting the struck-through—tanrguage and adding the double-
underlined language as follows:

102-10100 Window Signs
Temporary or permanent window signs must be on the inside of the window.
Temporary or permanent window signs are limited to 33% of the surface area of the



window to which they are affixed. Window signs place on storefront windows must not
cover the middle vertical one-third of any one window. Such signs are not counted
against the maximum limits established in Table 10-4.

102-13120 (e) PROCESS; DECISION-MAKING

Two types of site plan review are established under this development code—maijor
site plan review and administrative site plan review.

(1) Major Site Plans. Major site plans require review and recommendation by the
planning & zoning commission and final review and decision-making by the city
council.

a. Applicability. The following are subject to the major site plan review process:

1. Site plans that accompany a conditional use permit application, which must be
reviewed in accordance with the conditional use permit procedures of 102-1390;

2. Site plans that accompany a zoning variance application, which must be reviewed
in accordance with the conditional-use-permit variance procedures of 102-13130;



3. Construction of a new building with more than 25,000 square feet of gross floor
area and building enlargements resulting in the addition of more than 25,000 square
feet of gross floor area.

4. Site plans that qualify as administrative site plans but which are referred by the
zoning administrator for processing as a major site plan;

5. Any other activities for which major site plan approval is expressly identified in this
development code.

SECTION 21. Hopkins City Code, Part Ill, Chapter 102, Article 13, Subsection 102-
1370(c) relating to final plat review procedures, is hereby amended by deleting the struek-

through-tanguage and adding the double-underlined language as follows:

102-1370 (c) FINAL PLATS

(1) Application Filing. Following approval of a required preliminary plat, applicants
may file an application for final plat approval for all or a portion of the proposed
subdivision. The City may review and consider applications for preliminary and final
plat approval concurrently. Applications for final plat approval must be submitted to
the zoning administrator.

(2) 3)-City Council Action. Following receipt of a complete application the-Planning
&Zoning-Commission'srecommendation, the City Council must act to approve the

final plat or disapprove the final plat. The City Council is also authorized to continue
the matter or remand the proposed final plat application baek to the Planning &
Zoning Commission for further consideration. Final plats may be approved by a
simple majority vote of the City Council.

(3) 4) Time-Frame for Final Action. In accordance with section 462.358 of the
Minnesota Statutes, if the City Council does not take action on a final plat application



within 60 days of receipt of a complete application, the application is deemed
approved, unless the applicant agrees in writing to waive the 120-day rule.

(4) {5) Recording of Final Plat. If the final plat is approved by the City Council, the
subdivider must record it with the county recorder within 100 days of the date of
approval; otherwise, the approval of the final plat is void. Immediately upon
recording, the subdivider must furnish the clerk with-feur a prints of the recorded plat
and proof of recording. Fhree-copies One copy of the certified plan showing the
improvements as built or as they are to be built within the subdivisions must also be
submitted with the final plat.

RECOMMENDED ACTION

MOTION TO: Adopt Resolution 2024-054 Approving a first reading of Ordinance 2024-
1214 Rezoning 100 Jackson Ave N from IX-S with a Planned Unit Development to RX-
TOD with a Planned Unit Development.

OVERVIEW

Cargill Incorporated, the property owner of 100 Jackson Ave N, requests a Zoning Map
Amendment (Rezoning). The subject parcel is an undeveloped 0.57-acre parcel
currently zoned IX-S, Employment Mix Suburban Center with a Planned Unit
Development. The associated Planned Unit Development is the approval granted for the
Excelsior Crossings development. IX-S is the zoning designation of the large office
building portions of Excelsior Crossings. An undeveloped 0.52-acre parcel, fronting on
the intersection of Jackson Avenue N and St Louis Street is currently zoned RX-TOD,
Residential-Office Mix Transit-Oriented District (TOD) Center with a Planned Unit
Development. The subject property and the adjoining undeveloped lot were approved
as a retail/office component of the Excelsior Crossings development.

The request would rezone the subject property to RX-TOD to facilitate an
administratively processed lot combination of the two parcels. Currently, no specific
development requests are proposed; however, the property is being marketed for such.
Any future development of the subject property would require City review of a site plan
approval request. The Planning & Zoning Commission conducted a public hearing on
the rezoning request at their August 27, 2024 meeting. Based on the findings in this
report, the Planning & Zoning Commission and staff recommend approval of the
requested rezoning.

BACKGROUND

In 2006, the City granted land use approvals, including a Planned Unit Development, for
the Excelsior Crossing development. The overall mater plan for the Excelsior Crossings
Development is included as an attachment. Site development plan approvals were
granted subsequently for the three large-scale office buildings.



In 2008 the then property owner requested site plan approval of a 14,300 square foot
day care facility on the subject property. That day care facility project never moved
forward. A subdivision plat was approved in conjunction with the day care facility. The
plat defined the property boundaries of the retail outlot which was comprised of the
subject property and the adjoining undeveloped property. When that plat was being
recorded with Hennepin County the retail outlot was split, creating the two lots in the
current configuration. At the time, the County believed the lot split was necessary
because the subject property area was within a Tax Increment Finance (TIF) District
and the adjoining portion was outside of that boundary. A lot is not able to be partially
within a TIF boundary. City records show that both parcels have been within the TIF
boundary since its inception.

In 2022 as part of the Development Code update, the subject property was assigned the
IX-S zone as it was the designation of the adjacent office properties. The RX-TOD
zoning was applied to the Jackson Avenue fronting lot as the other lots along Jackson
had that same designation. Cargill is now requesting a rezoning of the subject property
to RX-TOD which would establish a unified zoning designation for the subject property
and the adjoining undeveloped parcel. The RX-TOD zoning designation was identified
as the designation that is generally consistent with the retail/office uses envision by the
Planned Unit Development. The rezoning would facilitate a lot combination of the two
parcels, as the Development Code does not allow more than one zoning designation on
a lot.

Community Engagement and Comment

The Zoning Map Amendment procedure requires the Planning & Zoning Commission to
conduct a public hearing. The City published notice of the public hearing in the official
paper and mailed notices directly to property owners and residents within 500 feet of the
subject property. The City did not receive any comments on this item. No public
comments were provided during the public hearing at the August 27, 2024 Planning &
Zoning Commission meeting. The Planning & Zoning Commission unanimously
approved a resolution recommending approval of the rezoning request.

ANALYSIS
The Hopkins Development code regulates development and the use of land in the city
to implement the vision and policies of the Comprehensive Plan. A central function of
the development code is to divide the city into discrete zones, regulated by specific
standards in each. Changes to zoning designations may occur in the form of a Zoning
Map Amendment (rezoning). In making recommendations and decisions regarding
approval of a Zoning Map Amendment, the City must consider at least the following
factors:
(1) Whether the proposed zoning map amendment is in conformity with the
comprehensive plan; and
(2) Whether the proposed zoning map amendment corrects an error or
inconsistency or will help meet the challenge of a changed or changing condition.

Legal Authority

Decisions on Zoning Map Amendments are considered a legislative action. When
considering a legislative action, the City is assigning zoning classifications or creating
development standards to regulate the types of uses and/or structures. Under the law,



the City has wide flexibility to create standards that will ensure the type of development
it desires; however, these regulations must be reasonable and supported by a rational
basis relating to promoting the public health, safety, and welfare.

Criteria Evaluation
Staff has evaluated the zoning map amendment request and offers the following
findings:

Criterion 1 - whether the proposed zoning map amendment is consistent with the
comprehensive plan:

The Comprehensive Plan identifies the subject site with the Commerce and
Employment future land use category. The proposed RX-TOD zoning
designation in conjunction with the applicable Planned Unit Development controls
for the site would be consistent with guidance for Commerce and Employment
Districts as they allow for retail and office uses.

The Commerce and Employment District areas are envisioned as being
contemporary auto-oriented development supporting regional and interstate
commerce. Uses in commerce and employment corridors is expected to include
a mix of commercial, office, service, medical, research and technology uses.
Secondary uses may include retail and office/showroom uses. A characteristic of
the commerce and employment district is high visibility and excellent vehicle
access. The subject site is consistent with this guidance. Accordingly, staff finds
that this criterion is met.

Criterion 2 - whether the proposed Zoning Map Amendment corrects an error or

inconsistency or will help meet the challenge of a changed or changing condition:

The rezoning would correct an error in having two zoning designations for an
area that was meant to be a singular development site in the Excelsior Crossings
approval. The RX-TOD zone allows for office and retail uses which were
envisioned for this site. Accordingly, staff finds that this criterion is met.

OVERVIEW

At the April 16, 2024 City Council meeting, staff was directed to perform topographic
survey and prepare a Project Scoping Study for Central Avenue Phase 2
Improvements, City Project 2024-10. This study is now complete, and staff is looking for
Council direction.

ANALYSIS OF ISSUES

Traditionally, a feasibility report is the first stage of an assessable street and utility
improvement project, but with concerns of timing and project costs a topographic survey
and a Project Scoping Study of all remaining areas in the Central Avenues needing
reconstruction was completed at the direction of council to provide multiple scenarios of
phasing, contracts, timing, and cost of completing the remaining work. This scoping
study could be considered a preliminary feasibility report.

After reviewing the infrastructure needs and analyzing multiple phasing, contract, and
timing scenarios, three main options were considered in depth with multiple contract
scenarios for each option. There are pros and cons of each option.

Option A — Complete the improvements in two years. This option has the lowest total
project cost, the lowest risk of catastrophic utility failure, and the lowest pavement
maintenance needs. This option does have a higher cost per year than the other
options due to the shorter time frame. This option could be completed with one contact
covering both phases, similar to the 2020-2021 Street and Utility Improvement project
completed in the Interlachen Park Neighborhood, or it could be done as two discrete
projects each bid on their own in separate years.



Option B — Complete the improvements in three years in two unequally sized phases.
This option has a higher total project cost than Option A, but has a more budget friendly
project in 2025 with larger sized projects in 2026 and 2027. There is an elevated risk of
utility failure and increase interim pavement maintenance costs with this option due to
the longer timeframe. This option does have a lower per year cost than Option A, but
does have a higher overall project cost. This option could be completed under two
separate construction contracts (one smaller one year single phase project, and one
larger two year two phase project), or it could be completed as three discrete projects
over three years.

Option C — This option is like Option B, but it completes the work in three similar sized
projects over three years. It was decided to not consider one-three year project after
discussion with several contractors who indicated that a three year project introduces a
level of risk that begins to negatively affect bid prices.

Project Costs

The construction work being performed in all options is equal, the variables affecting
total project costs between options are project size, increased construction/material
costs over time and the number of contracts/projects required. Larger quantities of work
typically equate to more favorable unit prices. Construction and material costs continue
to rise year over year, and this is anticipated to continue. The largest cost savings can
be realized by minimizing the number of discrete construction contracts required to
complete the work, it is anticipated that one-two year project in Option A will be more
than $1,000,000 cheaper than three-one year projects as in Option C.

Staff Recommendation

Staff is looking for council direction on how to proceed. With Council direction, staff will
return at the September 10, 2024 City Council Meeting with an item for council to direct
staff to prepare a Feasibility Report for the proposed improvements.

Staff recommends Option A with one construction contract for a 2 year project, with
construction starting in Spring 2025. This is the most cost effective option when the
entire project area is considered. It also reduces the risks associated with utility failures
and interim pavement maintenance needs.

Background Information

The Hopkins City Council ordered the preparation of this project scoping study report at its
May 7, 2024 meeting. The scoping study has been completed to better identify the
infrastructure improvements that are still needed within the Central Avenues neighborhood
after the completion of the 2024 Central Avenues Improvements project, to define costs
associated with the improvements, and to evaluate different project phasing scenarios
knowing that the remaining improvements will span over at least two constructions
seasons.

Proposed Improvements

This report examines potential street and utility construction of several streets in the
Central Avenues Neighborhood in the City of Hopkins. These areas are depicted in Figure 1
of Appendix A. The proposed improvements are described in the body of this report and are
graphically illustrated in Appendix A. In brief, the proposed improvements consist of:

e Full reconstruction of the following street sections in the Central Avenues
Neighborhood with replacement of concrete curb and gutter and concrete sidewalk,
and replacement or rehabilitation of watermain, sanitary sewer, and storm sewer
utilities.

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Il. Scoping Study Introduction

replacement, water main replacement, sanitary sewer replacement, and street reconstruction or

lll. Background

The Central Avenues Neighborhood has been included in the City’s Capital Improvement Plan in

some capacity for the several years. The Hopkins City Council ordered the preparation of this

project scoping study report at its May 7, 2024 meeting. The scoping study has been completed to
better identify the infrastructure improvements that are still needed within the Central Avenues
neighborhood after the completion of the 2024 Central Avenues Improvements project, to define

costs associated with the improvements, and to evaluate different project phasing scenarios

knowing that the remaining improvements will span over at least two constructions seasons. This
report will be used as the basis for City Staff recommendations to Council, which may include the
request to order a feasibility report for a defined project area and scope to be constructed in 2025

or later.
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IV. Existing Conditions
A. Streets

The bituminous streets within the project areas are aged and exhibit various levels of wear
and distress. This is evident on the surface by transverse, block, and alligator cracking. There
is evidence of previous additional street repairs and maintenance throughout the project
area including numerous street patches. Examples of the existing pavement conditions are
shown below (pictures were taken on 12 Ave N between 1% St N and 2™ St N).

Consistent with observations of the existing pavements made during preparation of this
report, the City of Hopkins’ Pavement Management System also indicates that the
“Pavement Condition Index” (PCl) for several streets in the neighborhood are in fair or poor
condition and beyond the pavement’s life cycle.

The streets within the project area have varying widths (measured curb face to curb face).
Table 1 below summarizes these and other existing conditions. Parking is typically allowed
on both sides of the streets throughout the neighborhood. Large, mature trees can be found
throughout the project within the City’s ROW and near the back of curb.

Subgrade soil sampling was completed throughout the neighborhood by Braun Intertec in the
Summer of 2024. A copy of Braun Intertec’s Geotechnical Evaluation Report is included in
Appendix C of this report. Twenty-two soil borings and five pavement cores were taken

throughout the area and summarized in Table 2 below.

The soils found just beneath pavements in the neighborhood were most commonly fill soils

classified as poorly graded sand, silty sand, clayey sand, sandy silt, or lean clay. At least one of

the borings in the neighborhood found slightly organic clay (buried topsoil). Buried topsoil is an

undesirable material for roadway construction as it’s unable to adequately support heavy

vehicles, leading to earlier failure of overlying pavements.

B. Storm Sewer

The existing storm sewer systems serving the neighborhood are mostly comprised of
reinforced concrete pipe (RCP), varying in size from 12-inch diameter to 60-inch diameter,
with some 12-inch diameter clay pipes as well. The storm sewer catch basins and manholes
are a mixture of precast concrete and block structures.

The neighborhood generally drains south through an existing 60-inch trunk storm sewer

main along the alley between 11" Ave N and 10" Ave N, south of 3™ St N, then turns down
11t Ave N, west on Mainstreet over to 13" Ave S ultimately discharging to Nine Mile Creek
near south of Excelsior Blvd. Some of the neighborhood drains to the east and south before
turning west south of Mainstreet, but ultimately connects to the same trunk storm sewer
system as the rest of the neighborhood that discharges to Nine Mile Creek south of Excelsior
Blvd.

Drainage issues have been identified throughout the neighborhood through evaluation of
site grades and elevations by the project team and visual inspections from site visits. These
drainage issues can be generalized as:

1. Due to the flat grades of some of the streets, especially from 2" St N to 3™ St N on
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9™ Ave N, 10" Ave N, and 11" Ave N, localized drainage problems are prevalent.

2. There is a lack of catch basin inlets at a few of the intersections in the project area,
and these limited catch basins can be overloaded during heavier rain events which
causes ponding in the street.

3. Thereis a lack of gutters along several of the streets to adequately direct water
through areas of flat topography to drainage inlets.

4. Many of the sidewalks throughout the neighborhood have isolated low spots and do
not drain well after rain events or during snow melt.

Proposed storm sewer improvements are discussed later in this report.
C. Sanitary Sewer

The existing sanitary sewer system throughout the neighborhood primarily consists of 8-inch
diameter clay pipe, except for the following blocks that differ in either material or size:

e 11™ Ave N from 2" St N to 3™ St N and 2" St N from 10" Ave N to 11" Ave N
consists of 12-inch diameter clay sewer pipe.

e 11™ Ave N from 15t St N to 2" St N consists of 15-inch diameter clay sewer pipe.

o The sewer pipe on this block is also deeper than the rest of the sanitary
sewer system in the neighborhood at over 20 feet in depth with tall risers
off the main for each sanitary sewer service.

e 2"St N from 8" Ave N to 10" Ave N consists of 10-inch diameter clay sewer pipe.

e An 8-inch PVC (plastic) sewer pipe runs up the alley between 9" Ave N and 10" Ave
N from 2" St N to 4% St N, which serves Alice Smith Elementary School and
Eisenhower Elementary School across Highway 7.

o While this pipe consists of newer material than the rest of the
neighborhood, the pipe is in somewhat poor condition with sags,
deflections, and dents in the interior of the pipe based on televising in the
last 10 years.

o ltisalso not ideal to have a sanitary sewer with a larger flow run down an
alley with limited right-of-way for access, maintenance, and repairs.

Clay pipe is susceptible to infiltration and root intrusion over time due to the large number
of joints and the deterioration of the gasket material originally used to seal the joints.

The project’s sanitary manholes are made of a mixture of brick, concrete block, and precast
concrete structures. Brick and block structures were typically built around the 1950’s/1960’s
or earlier, whereas precast structures indicate these structures were replaced at some point
after initial construction of the other infrastructure, likely in response to some deficiency
with the original structure while some were replaced as part of an adjacent reconstruction
project in the past 15 years. Brick and block manholes are susceptible to infiltration over
time due to cracks and deterioration of the mortared joints. Precast concrete manholes
continue to be used in modern construction and are generally acceptable provided proper
gaskets were provided with the initial construction and remain in good working order.

Service lines in the neighborhood are typically 4-inch or 6-inch and their material may be
clay, cast iron, orangeburg, transite, or PVC. Clay and orangeburg sanitary sewer pipes are
highly susceptible to infiltration by groundwater, causing groundwater to be treated by the
Met Council at its treatment facilities downstream at a cost to the public. The vast majority
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of sanitary sewer mains and service lines in the neighborhood are made of clay material.
Based on observations of sewer service replacements to individual properties performed
recently in nearby neighborhoods, potential exists for encountering orangeburg sewer
service pipes during construction of the project. Orangeburg pipe, which can generally be
described as layered tar paper wrapped in a round manner to create a pipe, was commonly
installed around the time several neighborhoods in Hopkins originally developed.
Orangeburg pipe is widely known to ‘rot’ where exposed to water, generally on the bottom
of the pipe, and ultimately collapse as it ages and is unable to support the surrounding soil.

Proposed sanitary sewer improvements are discussed later in this report.
Watermain

The water main throughout the neighborhood is primarily 6-inch cast iron pipe (CIP). CIP is a
common watermain material, however upon reaching its useful life tends to fail. Because it
is so brittle, as the soils around the pipe move slowly over decades, CIP cannot support
shearing forces and ultimately breaks. These portions of the watermain system were
installed in the 1950s and 1960s. CIP installed around this time period was also occasionally
installed with lead-packed fittings.

Service lines for single family homes in the project area are typically %-inch or 1-inch and
their material may be copper, galvanized steel, or lead. However, lead service material
(outside of fittings) have not been found on recent reconstruction projects on adjacent
streets in the Central Avenues neighborhood.

Proposed watermain improvements are discussed later in this report.

V. Proposed Improvements

A.

Streets

Several of the streets within the neighborhood have reached a point where maintenance
procedures such as seal coating or milling and overlaying are no longer cost-effective
strategies. In addition, the age and material of the underground sewer and water
throughout the neighborhood requires that most of the streets are fully reconstructed after
the replacement of these utility mains and services nearing the end of their life expectancy.
The streets that would be recommended for full reconstruction include:

e 9™ Ave N from 1St Nto 3 St N

e 10" Ave N from 1* St N to 4" St N

e 11" Ave N from 1%t St N to Minnetonka Mills Rd

e 12™ Ave N from 1t St N to Highway 7

e 13™ Ave N from the dead-end north of Maetzold Field to South Service Dr
e 39St N from 9™ Ave N to 11" Ave N

e 4" St N from 9" Ave N to 10" Ave N and from 11* Ave N to 12" Ave N

Proposed reconstruction improvements include replacement of concrete curb and gutter
and replacement of the full depth of the pavement section with underlying aggregate base.
It is also recommended to install a sand section under the aggregate base for additional
roadway stability and pavement longevity. Concrete curb will be replaced per City Policy
8.02 with B618 concrete curb and gutter, which will help extend the life of the pavement by
keeping water out of the subgrade and will provide a solid edge for the asphalt pavement.
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Some of the streets within the neighborhood, including blocks of 10" Ave N, 12t Ave N, 13t
Ave N, 3 St N, and 4™ St N, do not have an existing concrete gutter, just a curb back which
does not convey stormwater effectively. Existing drainage patterns will be maintained and
the elevation of the existing roadways at their edge is proposed to approximate the existing
elevations. Attempts at lowering the road will be made (during final design) where
appropriate to improve drainage within and toward the street where beneficial and
practical.

Proposed street widths from face of curb to face of curb will vary from street to street
throughout the neighborhood but will generally be narrowed on reconstructed streets to
the City’s standard width for residential streets (28 feet wide from curb face to face) where
feasible. Using a proposed street width of 28 feet will provide a consistent street width
along each roadway’s length, reduce impervious area to reduce costs and stormwater
management needs, and create a wider turf boulevard for healthier trees, additional snow
storage, and increased pedestrian safety.

The following specific improvements are proposed for each unique roadway corridor:

e 9™ Ave N is proposed to be reconstructed, including the replacement of concrete
curb and gutter, at 28 feet wide from curb face to face. This will narrow the road by
approximately 7 feet. Parking regulations will remain consistent with existing
conditions throughout this area.

e 10™ Ave N is proposed to be reconstructed, including the replacement of concrete
curb and gutter, at 28 feet wide from curb face to face. This will narrow the road by
approximately 8 feet. Parking regulations will remain consistent with existing
conditions throughout this area.

e 11™ Ave N is proposed to be reconstructed, including the replacement of concrete
curb and gutter, at 28 feet wide from curb face to face. This will narrow the road by
approximately 3 feet on the north end of 11" Ave, and up to 7 feet near 15t St N.
Parking regulations will remain consistent with existing conditions throughout this
area.

e 12" Ave N is proposed to be reconstructed, including the replacement of concrete
curb and gutter, at 36 feet wide from curb face to face. This road is proposed to
remain the same width at 36 feet due to it being a state aid route, truck route, and
corridor that is used for additional parking, especially along Maetzold Field south of
2" St N. Parking regulations will remain consistent with existing conditions
throughout this area.

e 13" Ave N is proposed to be reconstructed, including the replacement of concrete
curb and gutter, at 28 feet wide from curb face to face. This will narrow the road by
approximately 8 feet. Parking regulations will remain consistent with existing
conditions throughout this area.

e 3"St N from 9™ Ave N to 11™ Ave N is proposed to be reconstructed, including the
replacement of concrete curb and gutter, at 28 feet wide from curb face to face.
This will narrow the road by approximately 2 feet. Parking regulations will be
consistent with existing conditions throughout this area.
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e 4™ St N is proposed to be reconstructed, including the replacement of concrete curb
and gutter, at 36 feet wide from curb face to face. This road is proposed to remain
the same width at 36 feet because the two blocks that are proposed for
reconstruction are not adjacent to each other and this will maintain a consistent
street width along the 4™ St N corridor. Parking regulations will remain consistent
with existing conditions throughout this area.

The minimum proposed street grade is 0.50% consistent with City standards. Street grades
flatter than 0.50% are undesirable for drainage. In some areas, new low-points with
adequate storm sewer will need to be created to increase roadway longitudinal slope for
proper drainage. These locations will be confirmed during the final design process, but a few
locations have been identified based on a review of the existing topography and site
conditions including 9" Ave N, 10" Ave N, and 11" Ave N between 2" St N and 3™ St N.
Overall drainage patterns/directions throughout the project area are not proposed to
change.

The preliminary proposed typical pavement section for all reconstructed streets consists of
2-inches wearing course bituminous pavement, 2-inches non-wear course bituminous
pavement, 8-inches aggregate base class 5, 12-inches select granular, and spot subgrade soil
corrections. The exception to this pavement section is on 12" Ave N, where a 3-inch non-
wear course bituminous pavement section would be proposed due to the higher traffic
levels, including truck traffic.

Pavement maintenance is proposed for the following streets in the project area:

e 2" St N from 8™ Ave N to 12t Ave N

o A 2-inch mill and overlay is recommended based on the PCl rating and a
geotechnical investigation of the existing pavement conditions, confirming this
to be a feasible maintenance operation for the pavement. This will extend the
life of the pavement at a significantly lower cost than full reconstruction.

o The existing B618 curb and gutter is in relatively good condition, requiring
minimal spot concrete repairs.

o The original underground sanitary sewer from 8™ Ave N to 11™" Ave N can be
rehabilitated without excavation using a CIPP (cured in place pipe) liner since
there are no confirmed sewer services to replace along the corridor. This is
discussed further in the proposed sanitary sewer improvements section later in
this report.

o There is no watermain along 2" St N and the storm sewer is not in need of
replacement except for the catch basin inlets at the intersections, which would
be reconstructed with the improvements to 9™ Ave N, 10" Ave N, 11t Ave N,
and 12" Ave N.

e 39St Nfrom 11" Ave N to 15" Ave N

o Reclamation and resurfacing with 2-inches wearing course and 2-inches non-
wearing course bituminous pavement is recommended based on the PCl rating
and a geotechnical investigation of the existing pavement conditions, confirming

this to be a feasible maintenance operation for the pavement. While the
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pavement is not in good enough condition for a cheaper mill and overlay
operation, reclaiming the existing bituminous pavement and underlying
aggregate base to pave a new bituminous pavement section overtop will extend
the life of the pavement longer than a mill and overlay and still at a significantly
lower cost than full reconstruction.

o The existing B618 curb and gutter is in relatively good condition, requiring only
spot concrete repairs.

o The original underground sanitary sewer can be rehabilitated without
excavation using a CIPP (cured in place pipe) liner since there are no confirmed
sewer services to replace along the corridor. This is discussed further in the
proposed sanitary sewer improvements section later in this report.

o The original watermain from 11" Ave N and 13" Ave N has no confirmed
services and is not needed for the water distribution system, so this watermain
does not need to be replaced and can be abandoned without excavation. This is
discussed further in the proposed watermain improvements section later in this
report.

o The storm sewer is not in need of replacement except for the catch basin inlets
at some of the intersections, which would be reconstructed with the
improvements to 13" Ave N, 12" Ave N, 11" Ave N, and 10" Ave N.

B. Storm Sewer

Most of the smaller 12-inch diameter storm sewer in the neighborhood would be
reconstructed for constructability of other utilities, changing curb alignment, replacing aging
materials, or increasing the storm water pipe capacities to meet City standards for a 10-year
rainfall event. Storm sewer will generally be replaced in the same location as the existing
system, other than some additional catch basin inlets and storm sewer pipe as needed for
drainage. Most of the larger diameter storm sewer (27-inches and larger) is in good
condition and would not be replaced as part of the proposed improvements. The following
is a summary of the most significant improvements proposed to the storm sewer system,
and proposed stormwater improvements are also shown on Figure 2 in Appendix A.

e 12-inch diameter storm sewer along 12" Ave N (south of 3" St N), 11* Ave N (north
of 4" St N), and 4™ St N would be replaced with 15-inch diameter storm sewer.

e Storm sewer along 12*" Ave N (north of 15t St N) would be replaced with a minimum
pipe size of 24-inch diameter storm sewer.

e Storm sewer would likely be extended down 9t Ave N, 10" Ave N, and 11" Ave N
between 2" St N and 3™ St N to mid-block, with additional catch basin inlets to
create a new low point on this block with flat grades. This will improve drainage on
this block by providing a location for the water to flow in the curb line. While other
blocks in the project area are not as flat as these 3 blocks, they will also be
evaluated further during final design to determine if additional storm sewer pipe
and catch basins will be necessary for proper drainage.

e Storm sewer catch basin inlets will be added and reconfigured at intersections to
improve the efficiency of stormwater runoff collection during larger rain events, and
to provide appropriate pedestrian ramp access.
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C. Stormwater Management

The proposed improvements will result in more than 1 acre of land disturbance; therefore,
stormwater management will be required by the Municipal Separate Storm Sewer System
(MS4) General Permit and Nine Mile Creek Watershed District (NMCWD) with their updated
rules to align with MS4 permit requirements.

The water quality volume was calculated as one-half (0.5) inch times the sum of the new
and fully reconstructed impervious surface (currently estimated to be 10.36 acres), equaling
approximately 18,800 cubic feet of required water quality volume to be treated with the
improvements for Central Avenues Phase 2. During preliminary and final design, the actual
treatment volume will be verified, but feasible treatment options have been investigated to
maximize the treatment of the water quality volume prior to discharge from the MS4:

1. Reduction in Impervious Surface

o If determined to be an accepted treatment option by NMCWD, the
reduction in impervious surface from narrowing the roads (a reduction of
1.23 acres) could provide up to 3,750 cubic feet of required water quality
volume.

o This would be at no additional cost to the project since it is already planned
to be included in the improvements and is a cost savings due to the
reduction in pavement area.

2. Perforated Infiltration Pipes along the west side of 12" Ave N by Maetzold Field

o  With no houses along this stretch of road and more boulevard space,
underground large, perforated pipes could be installed to provide
approximately 2,500 cubic feet of required water quality volume.

o This treatment option is only viable if the soil types are favorable for
infiltration which would be verified with preliminary design.

o This treatment option would cost approximately $100,000.
3. Underground Chambers in the Parking Lot at 10" Ave N & 15t St N

o Alarge City owned lot such as this parking lot is an ideal location for
stormwater management.

o Large chambers would be installed under the parking lot in a series of rows
to provide up to 27,500 cubic feet of water quality volume, which would be
in excess of the required treatment volume for the Central Avenues
improvements area, but credits could be banked for future projects with the
watershed.

o This treatment option would cost approximately $800,000.

=  This cost includes the removal and replacement of the parking lot
(new paved and striped surface) and assumes a drain tile system
which may not be needed if soil types are favorable for infiltration
(to be verified with preliminary design).

4. Stormwater Wet Pond at Valley Park

o This would be a backup treatment option if the above options become
infeasible and would act as regional stormwater treatment downstream of
the project area and within the Nine Mile Creek Watershed.
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o The pond would be about 10 to 12 feet deep to treat 2 feet of water that
sits above the normal water level, and the pond could be located on the
east edge of the park near the wooded area adjacent to Nine Mile Cove.

o Additional site investigations, staff coordination, and community outreach
would be necessary if this option is considered, but it could provide up to
34,000 cubic feet of water quality volume (nearly double the required
treatment volume for the Central Avenues improvements area).

o This treatment option would cost approximately $1,000,000 at the
proposed size and assumed soil conditions/groundwater depths.

A combination of the above treatment options will be proposed to meet the requirements
of MS4 and NMCWD. Option 1 is already proposed as part of the improvements. Option 2
will be proposed as part of the improvements if soil conditions verify that infiltration is
feasible. Option 3 will also be proposed as part of the improvements, pending direction
from City Staff to allow an underground chamber system to be constructed under the public
parking lot. Option 4 would only be considered as part of these improvements if the first
three options are determined infeasible or do not provide enough water quality volume as
required by MS4 and NMWCD. However, Option 4 or similar could be considered again in
the future as part of the Parks Master Plan if not included with these improvements.

D. Sanitary Sewer

As summarized in the existing conditions section of this report discussing sanitary sewer,
most of the existing system in the reconstruction area is relatively old, made of an outdated
(clay) material, and in poor condition. Given these conditions, the opportunity to excavate
to this utility given removal of overlying roadway pavement for street reconstruction, and
the City of Hopkins policy to replace clay sewers during street projects, the existing clay
gravity sanitary sewer system throughout the neighborhood is proposed to be replaced with
PVC pipe or rehabilitated with a trenchless CIPP liner.

An 8-inch PVC pipe was installed underneath the alley between 9™ Ave N and 10" Ave N
from 2" St N to 4™ St N to service the Alice Smith and Eisenhower Elementary schools.
While this sewer is made from a current and acceptable pipe material, it has several
significant defects and is located in an undesirable location (narrow alley right-of-way) for
maintenance or future repairs. The proposed reconstruction of 10" Ave N and its sanitary
sewer main provides an opportunity to replace and relocate the existing PVC sewer pipe
beneath the alley. The 8-inch PVC pipe is proposed to be extended down 4™ St N from 9t
Ave N and connect to the existing sewer on 10" Ave N instead of turning down the alley
between 9™ Ave N and 10™ Ave N. The sanitary sewer main along 10" Ave N between 4™ St
N and 2" St N would be upsized to at least a 10-inch PVC sewer pipe to accommodate the
additional flow from the elementary schools before connecting to the larger 12-inch sewer
main along 2™ St N. After this sewer main in the alley is redirected to 10" Ave N, the
deficient pipe in the alley can be abandoned in place with a grout or sand material without
any excavation outside of the roadway.

The clay sanitary sewer along 2" St N and 3" St N can be rehabilitated with a trenchless
CIPP liner since there are no confirmed services that need to be replaced along these
corridors and the sewer can remain its existing location.

While most of the clay sewer mains along the avenues will be excavated and replaced with
8-inch to 12-inch diameter PVC pipe, the deep 15-inch diameter clay sewer main along 15%
Ave N between 15t St N and 2" St N would be proposed for rehabilitation using a CIPP liner.
While this rehabilitation method is not typically used on streets designated for
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reconstruction with many service laterals, the overly deep sewer main (20-feet below
ground) makes open cut excavation costly and infeasible on a residential street. Not only
would replacing a 20-foot-deep sanitary sewer main be expensive, but it would also be
nearly impossible to maintain daily access to residents with slower progress and larger
trenches. Due to the additional complexity and cost of full replacement of the sewer on this
block, trenchless CIPP rehabilitation would be proposed. Existing sewer service wyes and
laterals may also be lined from inside the main and/or from the right-of-way (ROW) line if
found to be feasible and cost effective during the final design and bidding process.

Where gravity mains are to be excavated and replaced, new service wyes will be provided to
each home. Per City policy, sanitary services which are not PVC are proposed to be replaced
with PVC pipe to the ROW line. New precast concrete manholes will be installed and will
incorporate the City standard 27-inch diameter cover utilizing concealed pick-holes to
minimize inflow and infiltration. The proposed sanitary sewer mainline improvements are
summarized in Table 3 below and shown on Figure 3 in Appendix A.

The exact age of the existing pipes listed in Table 3 could not be verified. Ages were
reasonably estimated based on the existing pipe material and the known age of other
utilities in the area.

E. Watermain

All existing cast iron pipe (CIP) watermain along the Avenues in the neighborhood is
proposed to be replaced with new ductile iron pipe (DIP). An 8-inch pipe is proposed on all
the roadways to most cost effectively achieve adequate fire flows and water distribution.
Fire Hydrants will also be replaced along the new watermain, and gate valves will be added
at each intersection for more efficient operations and maintenance.
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The only east-west street with existing watermain is 3™ St N from 11% Ave N to 13" Ave N.
This watermain has no confirmed services and is not necessary to achieve adequate fire
flows and water distribution in the area. Due to the redundancy of this watermain, and to
avoid additional costs from excavation and full street reconstruction on these two blocks of
3 St N, it is recommended that this watermain along 3™ St N is abandoned in place with
grout or sand material. The City’s standard flushing and sampling station would be installed
at the dead-end of 13" Ave N to ensure water quality in the system.

Per City policy all water service lines to single family homes are proposed to be replaced to
the right-of-way with a new 1” diameter copper service line. A new curb stop valve and box
will be provided on each service, approximately on the right-of-way line. Multi-family
residential properties and commercial properties will receive a new 6” service line or a
service line matching their existing service diameter, whichever is greater. The proposed
watermain mainline improvements are summarized in Table 4 below and shown on Figure 4
in Appendix A.

The exact age of the existing pipes listed in Table 4 could not be verified. Ages were
reasonably estimated based on the existing pipe material and the known age of other
utilities in the area.

F. Pedestrian Facilities

Replacement of existing concrete sidewalks is proposed on all Avenues to be fully
reconstructed. This will be necessary due to the proposed street and utility construction and
because the existing sidewalks are in poor condition and/or do not drain properly. The
sidewalks are proposed to be constructed at 6 feet width, and the proposed turf boulevard
width will vary but will be somewhat consistent and generally wider than existing since most
roadways are being narrowed. The preliminary proposed typical sidewalk section consists of
4” concrete, 4” aggregate base class 5, and spot subgrade soil corrections.

The existing concrete sidewalk on 13 Ave N from 4™ St N to South Service Dr will need to
be removed due to the proposed street and utility construction. However, the sidewalk on
both sides of this block does not connect to any existing pedestrian facilities to the north,
south, east, or west. Due to the lack of existing pedestrian connectivity and lower
pedestrian use, it could be considered to not replace this sidewalk and instead replace the
area with additional turf (sod). Not replacing the sidewalk would be a cost saving measure if
desired by Council and the residents/property owners on this block.
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There are no sidewalks along 13™ Ave N south of 4™ St N, and it would not be proposed to
add sidewalks along these blocks unless desired by Council and the residents/property
owners due to the lack of other pedestrian facilities to connect to in the area and the
relatively lower pedestrian use with 13™ Ave N being a dead-end to the south of 3™ St N.

Spot sidewalk replacements are proposed along 2™ St N and 4™ St N as determined by the
engineer in the field for areas with poor drainage, cracked sidewalk, or settled sidewalk
which could become a tripping hazard.

There are no sidewalks along 3™ St N, and it would not be proposed to add sidewalks along
these blocks unless desired by Council and the residents/property owners. There are no
existing sidewalks along 3™ St to the east of the proposed street improvements (9 Ave N)
or to the west of the proposed street improvements (15" Ave N), and there are existing
east-west sidewalks along 15 St N, 2"¢ St N, 4% St N, and Minnetonka Mills Rd. There is also
neighborhood access to the Lake Minnetonka Regional Trail at the intersection of 3™ St N &
15" Ave N and every other Avenue within the neighborhood.

The proposed improvements to pedestrian facilities are shown on Figure 5 in Appendix A.
G. Boulevard Trees

As with all street and utility improvements being considered by the City of Hopkins, it is a
goal of Staff and the project team to protect healthy boulevard trees and/or make
improvements to the urban tree canopy where feasible. Design and construction of
improvements, including appropriate selection of street widths and utility main placement,
are proposed to be completed in a manner to achieve the City’s goals to save healthy trees.
An evaluation of boulevard tree species and condition throughout the neighborhood will be
completed with City Staff in consideration of the adjacent street and utility improvements to
facilitate design and construction and meet these criteria.

Due to their susceptibility to the emerald ash borer, green ash trees are generally
considered undesirable trees. Similarly, silver maple trees are more susceptible to storm
damage than other species, create more litter because of their soft wood and weak, brittle
branches, and thus are not desirable trees to Public Works staff and local residents. Silver
maples are also known to have an intrusive root system that can damage sidewalks and
curbs and penetrate sewer joints. Finally, American Elm are still susceptible to Dutch Elm
disease. These three undesirable species, as well as other trees that are either dead or in
poor health, should either be removed or otherwise not protected through the
design/construction process.

An inventory of the trees located in the right of way would be performed during the
preliminary design process by City public works staff and the project design and
construction team. Consistent with all City of Hopkins annual street and utility
improvement projects, trees that are dead or in very poor condition, and “undesirable”
species in fair or poor condition, would be proposed for removal and replacement. Trees
may be identified for removal due to conflicts with utilities or street grading and will be
further evaluated during preliminary and final design to see if reasonable measures can be
taken to preserve them. Options to preserve highly desirable trees in harm’s way include
small retaining walls or moving service lines around trees but these practices are not always
feasible. Unfortunately, there is always the possibility that additional trees will need to be
removed and replaced during the construction process that were not planned for removal
during design due to various unforeseen circumstances. The project team and field
representatives would communicate and coordinate tree replacement with the property
owner for each of these occurrences.
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This project provides an opportunity to increase the health of the neighborhood forest by
replacing some of the undesirable species with trees better suited for boulevard areas. One
tree is proposed to be installed per each tree removed. New 2-inch balled and burlapped
trees are typically planted in replacement of those removed. The City will communicate
with the property owners to replace trees as part of the project in the event tree removal is
necessary. The species of trees to be planted will be a wide variety and coordinated with the
City’s public works staff.

Properties located adjacent to boulevard tree removals will be contacted and allowed to
provide input on their desire for a particular tree species to be planted based on the list

provided.
VI. Estimated Costs and Funding
Estimated construction costs presented in this report are based on anticipated 2025 unit bid
prices and include a 20 percent contingency factor. Overhead costs, estimated at 20 percent,
include legal, engineering, administrative and fiscal costs. Final costs and any assessments would
be determined by using low-bid construction costs of the proposed work.
Proposed construction costs for the Central Avenues Phase 2 improvements (including curb and
gutter, bituminous street, pedestrian facilities, storm sewer, sanitary sewer, water main, and turf
restoration) are itemized in Appendix B and are summarized in Table 5 below.
These cost estimates are based upon public construction cost information. Because the consultant
has no control over the cost of labor, materials, competitive bidding process, weather conditions
and other factors affecting the cost of construction, all cost estimates are opinions for general
information of the client and no warranty or guarantee as to the accuracy of construction cost
estimates is made. It is recommended that costs for project financing should be based upon
actual, competitive bid prices with reasonable contingencies.

Special assessment funding was estimated using the 2025 cap amount per front foot of each
parcel and multiplying it by the sum of the parcel lengths along all Avenues to be reconstructed.
The 2025 cap amount for residential properties was determined to be $109.32 per front foot by
adding 3% to the 2024 assessment cap according to City policy. There is no cap amount for
commercial properties but there is only one commercial property in the neighborhood, which an
estimated additional $22,500 was accounted for in the assessment funds.

Assessments for side street assessments are calculated on a unit basis for each parcel one block to
the north and south of the reconstructed street, but this does not apply to parcels already hitting
the cap amount for reconstruction on the Avenues. It was assumed that there would be minimal
to zero assessments from side street reconstruction in this neighborhood due to the configuration
of streets proposed for reconstruction.

There are no assessments for maintenance work, including milling or reclaiming and street
resurfacing, per City policy.

There are no assessments for storm sewer mains, sanitary sewer mains, or watermain
improvements, but there are assessments for utility service lines owned by the property owner for
sewer and water. Per City policy, each residential property owner receiving a new utility service
from the main to the property line as part of the improvements is assessed for 50% of the actual
costs. These costs were estimated using unit prices for each item of work to construct the service
and divided in half for the property owner’s share. The City would pay the remaining 50% of the
costs through their water and sanitary sewer funds.

A preliminary assessment roll is not included in this report but would be included in a feasibility
report if ordered by Council.

Potential outside funding opportunities include MPCA grants for Stormwater Resilience Planning
and Stormwater Resilience Implementation, both expected to be available for applications in Fall
2024. The City could consider applying for one or both grants to assist in funding some of the costs
for planning and construction of the storm sewer improvements that will improve flood resiliency
throughout the neighborhood. Available funds from the MPCA are expected to be about $750,000
for the planning grant and about $35,000,000 for the implementation grant to be awarded to
approved applications throughout the State.

Right-of-Way/Easements/Permits

The majority of the proposed improvements would be limited to the existing street ROW along all
corridors. Temporary construction easements may be needed for work outside the street ROW
such as driveway apron replacement, grading and turf restoration, but is not anticipated. It is also
not anticipated that any permanent easements would be required for the proposed
improvements. Therefore, there are no anticipated costs for easement acquisition.

Permits would be required from the Minnesota Pollution Control Agency for grading (National
Pollutant Discharge Elimination System permit), Minnesota Department of Health for Water Main
Replacement, and the Nine Mile Creek Watershed District for Erosion Control and Stormwater
Management.

Project Phasing

The Central Avenues Phase 2 improvements area includes too much work to be constructed
during one construction season. Therefore, the proposed improvements need to be split into
separate phases and constructed over multiple years. Construction sequencing and scope of work
were considered when evaluating different project phasing options, and three phasing options
were considered for the proposed improvements.

Phasing Option A, shown on Figure 6 in Appendix A, divides the streets to be reconstructed or
resurfaced into two equally sized phases to be constructed over two years. This option could be
constructed under two separate construction contracts (one phase/project for each year) or one
construction contract/project to be constructed over two years. There are several benefits to one
construction contract versus two including one Contractor to complete all the work resulting in
fewer chances for overlap of work and conflicts, one plan and specifications resulting more
efficient engineering, and larger quantities of work which typically equates to cheaper unit prices
and an ultimate cost savings. It was considered to delay the project by one year to start two
years/phases in 2026, but this is not recommended due to anticipated inflation in construction
costs, additional street maintenance costs to patch potholes and cracks, and increased risk of
underground utility failure of the sanitary sewer or watermain.

Phasing Option B, shown on Figure 7 in Appendix A, divides the streets to be reconstructed or
resurfaced into two unequally sized phases to be constructed over three years. This option could
be constructed under two separate construction contracts (one smaller one-year phase/project
and one larger two-year phase/project) or three separate construction contracts (one smaller one-
year phase/project and two medium sized one-year phases/projects). This option was evaluated
to provide the City with an option for a more budget friendly project in 2025 before completing a
larger project(s) in 2026 and 2027. However, while there would be cost savings in 2025, costs
would increase in 2026 and 2027 due to inflation, additional contracts, and larger quantities of
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work that are pushed back by at least one year, making this less desirable than Option A.

Phasing Option C, shown on Figure 8 in Appendix A, divides the streets to be reconstructed or
resurfaced into three equally sized phases to be constructed over three years. This option could be
constructed under three separate construction contracts (one phase/project for each year) or one
construction contract/project to be constructed over three years. This option is similar to Option A
but would spread the costs out over three years instead of two years. While the cost per year
would be lower, the total cost would be anticipated to be higher due to inflation of construction
costs and more risks with either splitting this up into three sperate projects or constructing one
project over three years. Three separate projects could cause complications and additional
overlap of efforts at the project limits. One project over three years is a risk to the Contractor
when bidding due to the unknowns of material and labor costs two to three years out, resulting in
Contractors inflating their bid to compensate for these unknown cost increases regardless of the
guantity of work. There is also no reason from a constructability standpoint to split the
improvements into three phases/years when the improvements can feasibly be constructed in
two phases/years, making this option less desirable than Option A

The estimated costs for the proposed improvements were evaluated for each phasing option and
each contract/project scenario (one, two, or three contracts/projects). It was determined that the
phasing option did not affect the total cost of the improvements as much as the number of
contracts/projects did. The fewer contracts/projects, the lower total costs for the proposed
improvements. One contract/project is anticipated to be about $1 million and up to $2.5 million
cheaper in total project costs than three separate contracts/projects for the same improvements
throughout the Central Avenues Neighborhood.

One construction contract for a two-year project (Phasing Option A) is recommended with
construction starting in Spring 2025 and concluding in Fall 2026. Construction in 2025 would be
completed in Fall 2025, work would be suspended during the winter of 2025 to 2026, and
construction would begin again in Spring 2026 to be completed later that year.

IX. Conclusion and Recommendations

From an engineering standpoint, these improvements are feasible, cost effective, and necessary
and can best be accomplished by letting competitive bids for the work. It is recommended that a
feasibility report is ordered for a project to start the Minnesota Statutes Chapter 429 assessment
process since special assessments would be proposed for the streets to be fully reconstructed. A
feasibility report should be ordered and completed in Fall 2024 if it is desired to order final plans
and specifications for contractors to bid and start construction on the proposed improvements in
2025. It is also recommended that the work be done under one contract, for all street and utility
improvements described in this report, to complete the work in an orderly and efficient manner
over two construction seasons. This is anticipated to provide the City with the best quality product
at the lowest cost, but the City, its financial consultant, and any persons assessed will have to
determine the economic feasibility of the proposed improvements.
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Project Schedule

If a Feasibility Report is ordered by the City Council for a project to start construction in 2025, the

OVERVIEW

The City is required to certify a proposed tax levy and submit it to Hennepin County by
September 30". This will be the maximum levy for 2025 and can only be reduced. The
certified levy amount is also used for truth in taxation notices.

The City must hold a public hearing on the budget between November 25" and
December 28™". The proposed date of Tuesday, December 3™ would allow time to
consider comments heard at the public hearing before passing the final tax levy and
budget.

Overview of Preliminary Tax Levy and General Fund Budget

The City Council reviewed draft proposals for the 2025 General Fund Budget and Tax
Levy on July 16™. The three proposals presented were for an 8.46%, 6.88% and 5.26%
levy increase when compared to 2024. The City Council gave input and indicated their
support for a levy increase between 5% and 6%. The council also indicated interest in
including some items that had been proposed as reductions. A levy increase of 3% or
no increase (0%) when compared to 2024 would require further reductions of $590,368
or $1,104,616 when compared to the tax levy being recommended for approval.

The City Council reviewed the 2025-2029 Capital Improvement Plan and Equipment
Replacement Plan on August 5". Council will continue to review both plans in the
upcoming months. Council also expressed concern with the continued delay of street
light upgrades. Staff is proposing the use of available fund balance reserves in the
Equipment Replacement Plan as a potential funding source.

2025 Tax Levy

The 2025 Tax Levy has been prepared based on debt service needs, preliminary
ERP/CIP documents, initial budgets for special revenue funds and City Council input.
The total tax levy is $20,783,55, this is a $1,104,616 or 5.61% increase from 2024.
Based on preliminary tax capacity information, city taxes on a median value home
($378,800) would be $2,245, which is a $54 or 2.46% increase from 2024.

2025 General Fund Budget
The 2025 Budget includes salary and benefit increases for current positions. Other
additions with tax levy impacts are:

e Additional City Contribution to the Fire Relief - $96,000

o The City makes an annual contribution to the Hopkins Fire Department
Relief Association. The contribution is deposited into a pension trust fund
and used for retirement, disability or death benefit payments. An increased
City Contribution would allow for an increase in retirement benefits. This is
a retention and recruitment tool for paid on-call firefighters. 3

e Youth Social Worker Contract with Hennepin County - $88,000
o This is a current contract that has been funded through ARPA grant funds.
e Planner Position - $40,000

o This is a current position that has been funded through ARPA grant funds.
Current responsibilities include: Partners in Energy Plan, Sustainable
Building Policy, Fagade Loan Program, End of Trip Facilities Plan, Grant
Administration, Single-Family Zoning and Sign Permits.

o The budget increase represents 1/3 of the position costs. The remaining
cost is proposed to be split between the Economic Development and
Sustainability Funds.

e Maintenance Worker for Forestry/Parks Division - $30,000

o This position was funded in the 2024 Budget with a May 1%t start date.

Additional costs are for the annual salary/benefit cost.

The General Fund budget will decrease its fund balance by $400,000. Revenues are set
at $19,305,940. Expenditures are set at $19,705,940.



Use of Fund Balance in 2024 & 2025

The City’s Fund Balance Policy (Legislative Policy 6-G) is to maintain a fund balance
minimum of five months or 42% of the prior fiscal year General Fund operating
expenditures for cashflow, contingencies or emergencies. The 2024 Approved/Final
Budget and the 2025 Proposed/Preliminary Budget both include the use of $400,000 of
fund balance. The use of fund balance in 2024 & 2025 is possible based on operating
surpluses in 2020-2023. Based on the 2024 Approved/Final Budget & 2025
Proposed/Preliminary Budget the City would end 2025 with a fund balance of
$7,903,397 or 42.9% of the operating budget. The use of fund balance allows for a
lower tax levy in 2025, while also maintaining fund balance based on policy.

Capital Levy
There will be a $445,000 capital levy in 2025. Major projects include tuckpointing, brick

repair and roof replacement at the Activity Center and a City-Wide door access control
system upgrades.

Arts Center Levy

The Arts Center Levy will be set at $380,000, an increase of $35,000 or 10.14%.
Communications fund transfers to the Arts Center would be eliminated in 2025, which is
offset by the high tax levy increase. The operating support received by the Arts Center
is consistent with levels received since 2018 (with 3% annual increases).

Pavilion Levy
The Pavilion Levy will be set at $448,500 in 2025. The majority of the levy ($340,000)

will provide for debt service payments related to the 2018 remodel project. The
remaining amounts will be used for exit door replacements and equipment.

Equipment Replacement Levy

The equipment levy will be set at $250,000 and rely on reserves to fund purchases in
2025. On August 51 staff presented a draft of the ERP with a projected ending fund
balance of $929,427. Staff is proposing using a portion of this balance to fund street
light upgrades in 2025.

Permanent Improvement Levy

There will be a $50,000 permanent improvement levy used to repair or replace fencing
along Excelsior Blvd. This levy has previously been used to fund street lighting
upgrades.

Communications Levy

A tax levy is needed to support the Communications fund in 2025. It will be set at
$40,000. The Communications Fund has operated at a loss for several years due to
declining cable franchise revenue.

Parking Levy
A tax levy is needed to support parking operations in 2025. It will be set at $75,000. The

parking ramp fund was historically supported by parking permits and other user fees.
Revenue has dropped significantly since the COVID-19 pandemic.

OVERVIEW

The City is required to certify a proposed HRA/EDA tax levy and submit it to Hennepin
County by September 30". There are levy limits based on 0.1850% of the City’s
estimated market value. The market value used for the 2025 levy is $2,847,535,300,
resulting in a maximum tax levy of $526,794 which would be an increase of $39,141 or
8.03% from 2024. The HRA/EDA Levy was set at the maximum allowed in 2020 & 2023
and lesser amount in 2021, 2022 and 2024.

The HRA/EDA Levy is the main revenue source for the City’s Economic Development
Fund and plays an important role in the City’s continued efforts for redevelopment. The
fund also supports Artstreet, the Arts Center, the Fagade Improvement program and
marketing efforts. The HRA/EDA levy is a separate levy and appears on tax statements
under Other Taxing Districts.

Staff is recommending that City Council set the levy at $515,010, which is less than is
allowed based on levy limits. This is an increase of $27,357 or 5.61%. The percentage
increase matches the proposed increase to the City of Hopkins Levy.
